Proposed Draft List preparatory to the 22nd General Assembly of CONGO, 


Geneva, 4-6 December 2003

This report includes a second list of nominations for the Board of CONGO (GA 22/5/Add. 1) a draft list of 20 nominees which the Committee considers would constitute a well-balanced Board (GA22/5/Add. 2) and information received from all 29 nominated organizations (GA22/5/Add. 3).

The First Report of the Elections Committee, dated 20 June 2003, included a list of 28 completed nominations. It drew attention to an under-representation of regional, indigenous and youth organizations for which nominations could be accepted up until and during the first day of the Assembly. The addition of the World Organization of the Scout Movement (nominated by Pax Romana, World Alliance of YMCAs and the World Association of Girl Guides and Girl Scouts) eliminates the need for additional nominations of youth organizations.

During September and early October written and oral consultations have taken place by and among Elections Committee members in New York, Geneva and Vienna in order to prepare a draft list of 20 nominated organizations as required by CONGO Rules (para. 70b).

In carrying out this task, the Committee focused primarily on the proven and anticipated strengths of the nominated organizations as Board members. In the majority of cases consensus was reached; in a few, agreement amongst Committee members was only partial. In accordance with 70b of the Rules, the organizations have been placed in alphabetical order beginning with one drawn by lot.

We invite all CONGO members to study the draft list carefully. The compilation of information received from all 29 nominees should be useful in this regard. The list will continue to be considered and will be open to changes up to the second day of the Assembly, after which a final list or slate will either be accepted by 95% of the voting members present to constitute the new Board, or the Assembly will proceed to a vote by secret ballot on the total list of valid nominations with the 20 organizations receiving the highest number of votes being declared elected (paras 70d and 71).

Concerning the office of President, up to the present date one candidate has been proposed:  Renate Bloem, to be re-elected for a second term. Ms Bloem has been nominated by the International Catholic Migration Commission, Population Communications International, Soroptimist International and the World Organization of Former Pupils of Catholic Education. Additional candidates may be proposed until noon of the second day of the Assembly.
